After a little research we
found a link to the CODE
OF ORDINANCES

City of NEW BERN,
NORTH CAROLINA as
well as the telephone
number for the Police
Department’s Animal
Control Officers (252)
633-2020.

In the Ordinances, Article
I, Animal Control is very
explicit with definitions on
domesticated animals as
well as defining pet.
Important definitions are:

O Restraint —controlled
by means of a chain,
leash or other device.

On or within a vehicle

being driven or parked.
Within a secure enclosure.
O Stray — means any
domesticated animal
within the city, off the
premises of the owner,
and not under restraint.

O Vicious animal

Means any animal that
has made an attack on a
human being by biting or
in any manner causing
abrasions or cuts of the
skin; or one which,
without provocation,
attacked other pets.

Prohibited Acts

0 Dog feces. Fail or neglect
to remove immediately any
dog feces deposited on
public or private property,
without the consent of the
owner of such property, by a
dog in the care, charge,
control, or custody of such
person, or owned,
possessed, or harbored by
said person. For the purpose
of this section, dog fecal
matter shall be immediately
removed ...

Possible Wireless R outer ConflictS (contributed by Archie Portis)

I thought others in the
community might be
interested in this:

We use a wireless router and
have had numerous
instances of not being

able to connect to websites
since we came to CC. The
browser would just

either sit searching for
awhile or instantly come
back with "server not
found". This could last for
several minutes in some

cases.

When the Connections tech
was over sitting up our
system at the new

house, I asked him about
this problem. He said that I
was having a router conflict
with the router they use to
distribute the service to

the sites in the house - both
are fighting over getting IP
assignments.

He was able to reconfigure
my wireless router as an

"access point" (this

disables the other direct
ports on the router). He said
that Connections

is not responsible for
wireless issues - but did it as
a favor to me in this
instance.

So if you are having similar
problems, you need to
contact someone more
knowledgeable about setting
up routers - I don't know
exactly what he

did - but it works!
