There are steps you can take to protect your e-mail address from becoming hijacked. 

 Donõt open attachments from unknown senders. Attachments can be used to introduce a malicious 
code that can record keystrokes, search for passwords or gain remote access to your computer. 

 Donõt reply to spam. Any contact from you, even to unsubscribe, lets spammers know that they have 
found a working e-mail address and will likely lead to additional spam.  

 Donõt use the Reply All button to respond to e-mails. This not only keeps your e-mail address from 
being sent to a large number of recipients, it protects everyone else on the distribution list. Always ask 
yourself, òDoes everyone really need to read my response?ó. 

 Do think twice about forwarding chain letters and jokes. Your e-mail address could be forwarded to 
people you donõt know and may end up bouncing through cyberspace for months or years to come.  

 Do read the privacy policy of trusted Web sites. You can opt out of receiving e-mail correspondence 
from their affiliates. 

 Do report suspicious e-mails to pfishing-report@us-cert.gov. Pfishing is a scam in which messages are 
sent to individuals to trick them into providing personal and financial information that can be used to 
gain access to their finances and/or steal their identity.  

 It is challenging to move through cyberspace without leaving traces of who we are and where weõve 
been, but with diligence we can add another layer of protection to our digital lives.
